Kham Tieu was born on the 10th of March 1933 at Quangnam, in the middle of Vietnam . His
father, Y passed away when he was very young; his mother, Chuan followed Adventist beliefs
until the end of her life, even though the SDA church was very new in Vietnam. The youngest
son of eight, Kham Tieu followed his parents, brothers, and sisters in believing in Jesus. In
1950 he left his mother to study at a Bible school and worked in an SDA publishing house to
support his study.

On 23/3/1955 at an SDA church in Saigon the young couple Kham-Chin became one in Christ.
This memory supported them through the trials and triumphs of life, for Chin told her children
“What God united nobody can separate’.

Between 1956 and 1958, Kham Tieu responded as the loyal citizen of a war torn country, to
the law of God and to Adventism, when he joined the army in nursing services; his post was at
Military Hospital (Quan Y Vdn Cong Hoa). This was the beginning of 32 years of nursing
service. He was a nurse in Binh Duong hospital (1959- 1965), Hong Bang hospital (1965-
1988) and specialized in nursing TB patients. Kham did not become ‘a fisher of men,” but he
answered the call “Who will be go on My behalf to save a soul, an injured one? Who will bring
my generous joy and love to people suffering physically” The hymn 274 — ‘Promise to give my
life’ of Khoa Van Le reflects part of his life in his memorial service.

In parallel with his responsibility to his country and to his Christianity, God blessed the Kham-
Chin family with five daughters. They are the Five Princesses (the Vietnamese believe it is
sign of prosperity) Lé-Liéu-Lién-Loan-Ly. However the blessings didn’t stop there, for two
sons were born to complete the family, Luc-Lugng. Kham suffered when Luc died two months
after Luong was born; he could save other patients, but not his first son.

Close to retiring from nursing, Kham returned to his first call to become a “fisher of men’,
serving as Head of ministry (1983-1984), and as head elder in VN church. The article ‘The
elder from the past’ of Thao Xuan Do reflected his life at this time as a skillful fisher of men.

In 1991, he came to Australia, even using the learning of English as a way to serve God. He
joined a senior association, and was an active member of SDA churches in Melbourne and
Perth. Every year, for as long as he was able, he collected money for ADRA. He gave
guidance as a mentor and loved his children and their families.

He was diagosed with early dementia, in 2005, and was supported by his wife and family
members in Melbourne. In 2007, he visited Vietnam to farewell his beloved country and to
promote Adventist beliefs to his friends and relatives in Vietnam.
From 2010, Kham was cared for by the Northern Garden’s Aged Care, where his illness
showed his personality and Christian values, and gave his relatives, friends and medical staff a
chance to show their care and love.
On the last day of his life, he rested on the Sabbath, waiting for the Adventist Pastor to come to
give the blessing, through the Bible words. The pastor placed Kham’s hand on his wife and
each one of his children like Jacob did. Then the pastor closed the Sabbath for him. Kham slept
in Jesus at 22: 47 13/8/2011 surrounded by his family.
He is survived by his wife, 5 daughters, a son, 4 sons in-law, a daughter in-law and 12
grandchildren, 1 brother in-law and 1 sister in-law.
His journey of life took him from a village to the provinces, from cities to the capital, from
Vietnam to overseas. And, everywhere, he took opportunities as God’s gift to accomplish his
mission. People who knew him or worked with him, received a very good impression of him
as a Seventh day-Adventist Christian whose beliefs were proved by his actions.

Pray that his Adventist legacy will live on for the children to follow.
